Make sure that the GUN VALVE is closed, while changing the sample. This measure is required to protect the LaB6 filament (~£700) in case you break the vacuum of the TEM.

7. Please try to minimize contamination of the TEM column. Possible contamination sources are:

a. 
Sample holder: Do not touch the sample holder with your bare fingers. Clean the ‘o’-ring with velin tissue paper if necessary.

Specimens: Please ensure that the specimens are dry and free of solvents. Disregard any specimens dropped onto the floor.

8. Do not be afraid to report problems or mistakes, as we do not run a blame culture. Do not try to fix them.
